For over 300 years, Cahernane has been a place where history and 
elegance meet.

The story begins in 1656, when the Herbert family first settled on 
these lands, gifted to them after the War of the Roses. Generations 
of Herberts shaped Cahernane, but it was Henry Herbert, in 1877, 
who transformed it into the Victorian mansion you see today, 
rebuilding it to delight his bride, Catherine Stewart.

As Ireland changed, so did Cahernane. By 1914, the house had 
opened as a hotel, offering travellers the beauty of Killarney and a 
warm welcome that endures to this day.

Though the Herberts’ chapter ended in 1966, their spirit lives on. 
Today, under the care of PREM Group, Cahernane remains a 
sanctuary of luxury, history, and tranquillity, where every guest is 
invited to write their own story.

MANOR HOUSE

The wing incorporates 28 beautiful 
Deluxe and Superior rooms and features The Muckross Suite which is 
tucked away in the quietest corner of the hotel, with a large private balcony 
overlooking the native Red Deer roaming in the adjoining National 
Park. All rooms are decorated and styled in keeping with country manor 
traditions.
